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“Female labour was adaptable, but it was corporately and 

regulatively powerless.”

Introduction

The extreme wealth that the Dutch Republic experienced from the end of the sixteenth until the beginning of the eighteenth century has for a long time primarily been ascribed to its primacy in world trade.
 More recently, however, historians have started to realize the importance of the industrial sector within the early modern Dutch economy. In most cities as well as in some parts of the countryside, the majority of the working population was active in industry and crafts. Especially the textile industry, with its production for supra-regional markets, was a very important employer and of great economic value.
 Tens of thousands of labourers must have been working in this branch of industry at any given point in time in the seventeenth or eighteenth century. Exactly in pre-industrial textile production not only many men, but also lots of women and children could find a job. 


In spite of the importance of women in the textile industry, not much attention has been given to female textile workers in the Dutch Republic.
 Some important research has been carried out, but this either pre-dates the actual period of the Republic
, or it rather focuses on the garment industry than on the actual production of textiles.
 Other recent studies that deal with women’s history or with poor people in the seventeenth century do indeed touch upon women’s work in the textile industry occasionally, but they do not offer a systematic or large scale analysis, because their interest lies elsewhere.
 Some of the more general social and economic literature on the early modern Dutch textile industry does refer to female labour participation, but these assertions are rather derived from (international) theory of proto-industry than based on empirical research on women’s work within the Republic. This usually leads to a very general and stereotypical image of the role of women in textile production. Most women supposedly worked in marginal jobs, like spinning and combing and there was a very strict division of labour: men wove and women spun in the early modern textile industry.
 According to this view, the gendered division of labour only began to change with mechanization. The hypothesis is that men took over spinning when this stage of the production process was mechanized in the Netherlands in the nineteenth century. Obviously, the underlying thought is that the introduction of machinery leads to greater responsibility (one person now produces for several hand spinners at a time), perhaps greater skill, and thus a higher job status.


However, my first research results show that already in the seventeenth and eighteenth century, a long time before spinning was mechanized, there were a lot of male spinners. This means that changes in the division of labour within the textile industry cannot simply and solely be ascribed to mechanization. Perhaps we have to look for other ‘technological’ explanations, which were not so much the consequence of technical changes, but rather resulted from changes in the organization of textile production, and the several institutions that were involved in this organization. There are strong indications that institutions were essential in structuring gender work roles in pre-industrial societies.

 


This paper is structured as follows. In the next section, a brief overview will be given of the most important developments in the Dutch textile industry between 1600 and 1800. I will focus on changes in the division of labour between men and women in the textile industry within four different places in the Republic in which I have done research. Subsequently, I will turn to the different ways in which production could be organized: the ‘traditional’ corporative organizational forms, the development of proto-industrial and early capitalist ways of organizing production and finally the centralization of production in workshops. In what ways did these forms of organization shape the roles that both men and women had in textile production? And how were, the other way around, institutions influenced by (changing) gender relations? Finally, I will try to place these first Dutch results in the broader context of international developments in the Western European pre-industrial textile industry. The paper focuses mainly on the processes of spinning and weaving of wool and linen, although other aspects of textile industry will be discussed when relevant.

Textile production in the Dutch Republic: four case studies

Until 1800 woven woollen and linen cloths were the most important textiles that were produced in the Dutch Republic. In broad lines, the textile history of the Northern Netherlands in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries can be divided into two periods. From about 1580 until 1650 Leiden and Haarlem, two cities situated in Holland, one of the coastal provinces, formed the undisputed production centres of respectively woollen and linen wefts.
 At that time Holland was the economic centre of the Dutch Republic, and perhaps of the world. Not only the trading sector, but also the industrial sector and not in the least the textile branch profited from this leading position.
 Within other cities in Holland, like Amsterdam and Rotterdam, some weaving activity continued to exist, but they could not compete with the dominant Leiden and Haarlem, and as a result these cities soon shifted from producing to the finishing, dyeing and trading of textiles.
 From 1650 onwards however, the weaving of woollen and linen shifted to the more peripheral and agrarian regions of the Republic, notably the eastern province of Overijssel and the southern province of Brabant. Since the Peace of Westphalia in 1648, these border provinces no longer suffered from the threat of war. Merchants of Holland started to contract weavers and spinners in these regions, where wages were relatively low. Consequently, Leiden and Haarlem also had to concentrate more on the finishing and trading of textiles. In Haarlem after 1650, the weaving of linen was totally abandoned. It shifted to the southern and especially the eastern provinces of the Republic.
 The city of Leiden however, despite its drastic decline, still remained the largest producer of woollen fabrics until about 1800, although competition from the southern village of Tilburg grew during this period.


Because of their importance in the wool industry, I have chosen to include Leiden and Tilburg in my research. For the linen industry, sources in Haarlem were unfortunately not good enough to make a gender analysis. Due to these source problems, I have chosen to do research in two other places, ’s-Hertogenbosch in the south and Zwolle in the east. Both cities were not actually specialized in the linen industry, but there was enough market production, and, very importantly, good enough sources to study the gendered division of labour. The information in the next subsections is mainly derived from population records and tax registers. Although these sources have been chosen because they deal with the entire population, it has to be noted that they only mention the occupations of heads of households. Because with married couples (with or without children) the male was always head of the household, the work of women is still under represented in these sources.

The case of Leiden
In the last quarter of the sixteenth century many Flemish and Walloon Protestants fled from the Southern Netherlands to Holland. A lot of them came from textile areas, where they were specialized in the weaving of lighter woollen cloth, the so-called ‘new drapery’. Many weavers migrated to Leiden, successfully introducing their new fabrics and giving an impulse to the textile industry within the city. Consequently, the production of cloth started to rise quickly after 1580. The woollen industry in Leiden reached its peak in 1664. From then onwards, the city was gradually losing its prominent European position in cloth-production. International competition increased, and, as has been mentioned above, within the Republic itself Tilburg in Brabant became an increasingly important weaving village.
 Due to these developments, Leiden’s industry gradually but surely slid downhill. With the decline of the textile industry, the number of inhabitants in Leiden strongly decreased: in 1800 the city was almost half the size of 1700.
 Furthermore, this affected many other branches of trade and industry, which had profited enormously from the growth of the textile industry since the late sixteenth century. All these developments resulted in unemployment and poverty. However, around 1750 still almost half of all heads of Leiden’s households performed labour that was in any sense connected to the textile industry.


 In 1581, on the eve of the great boom of the textile industry, around 63 percent of all male heads of households worked in the industrial sector. This percentage was about the same (60) for the female heads of households. But when we look at the spread of men and women within the sector as a whole, the differences are remarkable. Almost all women in industry worked in garment cleaning and production (more than 15%), or in textile production (almost 50%). For men, the range of professions was much broader, although with 30 percent of all craftsmen working in the textile industry this was indeed the most important branch for them as well.
 But the other 70 percent found work in the construction, wood, leather and metal branches, or in the production of garments or food. All these occupational groups contained about 10 percent of the total number of men in the industry sector. Most of these occupations were organized within a guild. Because women were usually excluded from guild membership, this explains why fewer women are to be found in these branches.
 Although weaving in Leiden was not organized within a guild since the 1560s, this stage of the production process was not equally accessible for women. There was a considerably large gender division of labour within the textile industry in 1581, as table 1 clearly shows.

Women in textile production were concentrated in the preparatory stages of the production process: combing (almost 8%) and spinning (more than 80%) of wool. Men were to be found in all stages of production, although for them, on the contrary, combing and spinning were the least common job options.
In 1749, when the florescence of the textile industry was already way past its climax, this situation had changed entirely. Almost 65 percent of all male heads of households in the industrial sector worked in textiles now. For women, this percentage had risen to more than 80.
 For men as well as women, job opportunities within the textile branch had shifted. Compared to 1581, many men were now involved in the spinning and combing of wool. It even seems that wool combing had become an entirely male profession.
 But especially striking is the large number of spinning male heads of households in 1749. Unfortunately, there are no quantitative sources like the population records of 1581 and 1749 available for the seventeenth and first half of the eighteenth century. Nevertheless, we find male spinners in very many other records in the Leiden archives, dating from the early seventeenth century onwards. In other words, the trend that men took up spinning on a large scale was set in long before 1750, in the period when the textile industry was still flourishing. Also a lot of women were still spinning, although relatively less than in 1581. This has to do with growing opportunities for women in the knitting industry. 


Why do we see so many adult breadwinning men spinning in Leiden, while the traditional image leads us to believe that only a few, and usually old or disabled men spun? Did the economic trend perhaps increase the demand for spinning labour to such an extent that wages rose so much it was attractive enough for men to engage in spinning? Spinning wages might have gone up in the first half of the seventeenth century
, but after this they stagnated and even declined.
 There might have been other forces at work here, related to changes in the organization of production. I will come back to this later, but first I want to explore whether changes like in Leiden also took place in the other areas under investigation.

The case of Tilburg

In spite of the rise of its textile industry, Tilburg was still a predominantly agricultural society around 1665. More than half of all heads of households were farmers or peasants or worked as agrarian day labourers. The industrial sector had already slightly developed, but the social and economic services (like trade and transport) were hardly present in Tilburg. Around one quarter of all registered male heads of households worked in industry, the majority (74 percent) of whom in textile production.
 Only 13 percent of all registered workers were female. The occupational opportunities for women differed vastly from those of men. Of all the female heads of households less than one fifth was working in agriculture. Female day labourers in the field were rare among the heads of households, and no unmarried women were listed as farmers. Women in agriculture were usually widows who continued the farm they had built up together and worked on with their late husband. Some women managed to do run the business on their own, others were helped by their (adult) children. Of far greater importance for women was the industry sector, and textile production in particular. Almost 60 percent of all registered women found employment in the textile branch, and mainly as spinners (see table 2).


Neither for men, nor for women was there much occupational differentiation within the Tilburg textile industry. Almost all women spun, and there were hardly any female weavers, apart from the occasional widow who probably continued her husband’s craft. For men, on the other hand, weaving was by far the most important activity within the textile industry. Three quarters of all male heads of households in the branch wove, most of them wool, but linen weaving was still very important as well, as the figures clearly show. If a man did not weave, the chance was fairly large that he was a spinner. There were 54 male spinners, and 39 of them certainly spun wool. Of the 131 female spinners, only six spun wool for sure. About all the other spinners it is not exactly known what they spun, but it seems that when the material is not explicitly mentioned, they were spinning flax. It appears that men were more likely to spin wool and women usually were flax spinners, who provided yarn for the many linen weavers in the village.

More than one and a half century later, in 1810, a total transformation of the labour market had taken place in Tilburg. Agriculture, which had been the most important sector in the middle of the seventeenth century, now only provided work for about 15 percent of the entire population. The economic services (notably trade and transport) had also grown somewhat, both in absolute and in relative sense.
 But it was especially the industrial sector that had expanded since 1665. Over 67 percent of all the heads of households were working in this sector at the beginning of the nineteenth century. This growth has to be ascribed primarily to the expansion of the textile industry, although other branches, like construction, food production, and garment, had also positively developed in the course of the eighteenth century. As a matter of fact, this was mainly applicable for men, because in spite of the absence of guilds, women did not have many job opportunities outside the branches of textile and garment production.


Within the textile industry as a whole, an increased occupational differentiation can be discerned compared to 1665 (see table 2 above), at least for the male workers. The shearing and dyeing of cloth, finishing processes that were hardly carried out in Tilburg in the seventeenth century, was now done by 132 (male) heads of households. About half of all male heads of households in textiles were weaving in 1810. There were only seven female weavers, all of them widows. On the other hand, many more men were listed as ‘spinner’ than in 1665: 228 men (or 27.5% of all male textile workers) were spinning. This was not so much a consequence of a decline of female spinners within the textile branch, since of all women still 93 percent were spinning. It seems however that possibilities for women in other branches of industry, in particular in garment production, had risen. Changes in fashion had increased the demand for tailors and seamstresses. This was especially the case in women’s clothing, which was often produced by women.

The case of ’s-Hertogenbosch

For the city of ’s-Hertogenbosch we unfortunately only have quantitative data for the eighteenth century. The structure of the labour market in ’s-Hertogenbosch in 1742 was again entirely different from that in Leiden or Tilburg. Here, the service sector was by far the most important: it contained almost 60 percent of the entire registered labour force. Almost half of all workingwomen were to be found in economic services, notably retail trade. It is to be noted that almost a third of these 158 women sold goods that were related to textile production, like yarns, cotton or linens.
 In spite of the importance of the service sector, still around 35 percent of the labour force worked in industry. For the female heads of households, this share was lower than for men: only 28 percent of them were working in the industry sector. This is probably related to the relatively small role of the textile industry (less than 18 percent of all industry) in ’s-Hertogenbosch in 1742. In ’s-Hertogenbosch as well, the textile industry was the most important employer for women in industry.


Table 3 shows us the division between men and women within the textile industry.

Textile production in ’s-Hertogenbosch in 1742 had totally different characteristics than in Leiden and Tilburg. The more decorative crafts of ribbon making and lace making were well represented. Especially women found work in these branches. On the other hand, there were only few weavers and spinners. The once flourishing linen industry had almost disappeared, and there was only one wool weaver, who produced cloth together with his adult journeyman. He probably had five wool spinners working for him, who were all men. The only female spinner, Jenneke de Rooij, probably spun flax. Again, there seems to have been a gendered division of labour based on the raw material that was produced. It is probable that there were more flax spinners in town, but they were not listed since they weren’t heads of households like Jenneke de Rooij. 

More than thirty years later, in 1775, there is again a good source to make a cross-section of the labour force in ’s-Hertogenbosch, according to heads of households. The labour market looked entirely different in 1775. Since the economic crisis of the 1740s, a rapid upward development had taken place, which would last until the end of the eighteenth century.
 Due to this upswing, the number of inhabitants had risen from about 12,500 in 1742 to more than 14,000 in 1775.
 Especially the industry sector grew during this period: almost half of all people now worked in this sector. This growth was primarily brought about by the rise of the textile industry. Now, more than 35 percent of all registered heads of households in industry worked in textile production, whereas this had been less than 18 percent in 1742!


The lace making industry was still the most important employer for women within textile production. However, spinning and knitting had also become very important since 1742. Some remarkable developments had taken place. First, although the growth of the textile industry did lead to an increase of the number of spinners, the number of weavers on the other hand declined somewhat. Secondly, the number of male as well as female spinners had expanded in both absolute and relative sense. There were even more men spinning than women among the heads of households! Almost all of these men were wool spinners, whereas only six women were listed as wool spinner. The rest of them spun flax. Combined with figures about the occupation of other household members and from poor relief sources, we find that in total there must have been at least 58 male spinners and 91 female spinners in ’s-Hertogenbosch in 1775. This expansion was probably due to the rise of the knitting and lace making industries, for which an increasing amount of respectively woollen and linen yarn was needed. The new knitted and lace fabrics became very popular between 1750 and 1800, and obviously resulted in new job opportunities for women during this period of time.


In spite of the growing possibilities for women in ’s-Hertogenbosch to make a living within the textile industry, this did not lead to an equalization of the division of labour between the sexes. Women mostly worked lace, knitted and spun flax. Men were active in almost all branches of textile production apart from lace making. In contrast to women they primarily spun wool, which was a more expensive and delicate raw material and therefore probably paid better than flax spinning. All in all, the economic trend was largely decisive for the quantitative increase of women within the textile industry, but huge qualitative differences between men and women remained. These differences probably were very much related to the status and reward of the profession. Also, changes in the organization of production might have had major consequences for the status and possibilities of women in the labour market. We will come to this later, in the next section. First, let us explore the last case study, the eastern city of Zwolle.

The case of Zwolle

Little is known about the development of the economy of Zwolle in the early modern period. The once flourishing cloth industry had already diminished in the seventeenth century. The linen industry on the other hand, experienced a revival with the shift of production from the western to the eastern and southern provinces, and reached its peak around 1725. Until around 1750 Zwolle’s economy kept on growing, but then it stagnated and even began to decline in the next 50 years. The important linen industry suffered heavily from competition both from the surrounding countryside and from abroad in this period.
 Unfortunately, we do not have any data in the labour market in Zwolle for the seventeenth century. For the eighteenth century however, the source material is good enough to make a reconstruction for the entire century, because we have population registers for 1712, 1742 and 1812.

The share of female heads of households rather fluctuated throughout time. In 1712 their share was around 27 percent, but in this registration, not everybody was listed with his or her profession. Of all persons with an occupational record, not even 15 percent were female. In 1742 this percentage was 26, and in 1812 it had declined again to 21 percent. It seems that less women were working in periods of economic regression. Nevertheless, the share of women in textile production compared to men increased steadily during the whole eighteenth century: in 1712 only 26.4 percent of all textile workers were female, whereas this percentage grew to 53 in 1742, and even 60 in 1812! Although the share of women in the labour market declined in the second half of the century, the importance of the textile industry for these women apparently augmented at the same time. 


When we look at the occupational structure within the textile industry, several things catch the eye. The share of men in industry who worked within textile production had declined from 30 to 23 percent, whereas the share of women had risen somewhat. The decrease of the number of linen weavers in town was certainly to blame for this development. Nevertheless, the absolute number of spinners rose. Those spinners were male as well as female although it has to be noted that all men were listed explicitly as ‘wool spinners’: again a gendered division of labour according to the raw material that was processed. In a relative sense, the share of female spinners declined. This was related to the upswing of knitting and lace making. Especially women found work in these branches. In 1812, lace making had entirely disappeared, like in other parts of the Netherlands.
 Knitting however stayed relatively important, and in 1812 there were more female knitters than spinners in town. This was especially because of the knitting of bonnets, for which Zwolle had become famous. At the beginning of the nineteenth century, about 1,700 bonnets were produced each year within the city.


Table 5 below gives an overview of the relationship between male and female spinners within the four different municipalities at different moments in time. All in all, the relationship between male and female spinners varied according to place and time. How can these fluctuations be explained? There seems to be a connection to economic trend in textile production, in the sense that the female part of the labour market seems to have been influenced more by other employment options within the industry, like lace making and knitting. However, it seems that it is not simply a matter of supply and demand, since the labour market was not entirely free for women. In both wool and linen weaving, the finishing of cloth and many other professions, women were hardly ever seen. Furthermore, although in some areas and in some times there were indeed a lot of male spinners, these primarily spun wool, while flax was usually spun by their female counterparts. In the case of wool combing, it even seems that in the seventeenth century men took over a previously ‘marginal’ and predominantly female job. In other words, the issue of job status is involved here. How can we relate this to institutional developments and changes in the organization of production, the main goal of this paper? This question will be answered in the next section.

Different ways of organizing textile production

Since the Middle Ages, many crafts had traditionally been organized in a corporative manner. Mostly, members of the same occupational group formed a craft guild. This guild served among other things to protect the economic interests of the group against outsiders, to set prices, and to guarantee a certain control of the quantity and quality of production.
 Most historians claim that already in the Middle Ages, women were excluded from many crafts like weaving, exactly because of the establishments of the guilds. In most cases, only men could become guild members. Only as widows of a former craftsman, women were sometimes able to continue the trade on their own.
 However, this did not mean that they were totally absent within these crafts. Several early modern historians have pointed out that most married women did probably work alongside their husbands, sometimes even performing exactly the same tasks as their husbands. Nevertheless, they were hardly ever officially recorded, let alone represented.
 On the other hand, there are indications that this lack of power was not omnipresent, and changed over time. It seems that before 1500, women had more corporate influence than in the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries.
 Also new job opportunities, especially in new forms of textile production in eighteenth century, could sometimes lead to forms of corporative organization or influence for women.
 In theory, it looks as if there is a tight relationship between the exclusion of women and corporative ways of organizing production. However, this might be less straightforward than we might think at first sight.

With the rise of production for supra-regional markets from the sixteenth century onwards, historians have discerned new forms of industry. Because changes were not so much brought about by technical innovations, but rather by new ways of organizing production, this development was seen as the first phase of industrialization, or ‘proto-industrialization’, a term that became well-known because of an article by Franklin Mendels in 1972.
 Proto-industry was believed to have occurred in rural areas, where guilds were absent, which implied few restrictions on production and wages. Especially textile production, one of the most important export industries, experienced these changes. The concept of proto-industrialization was elaborated several years later by Peter Kriedte, Hans Medick and Jurgen Schlumbohm, who considered it to be a transitional phase between the systems of feudalism and capitalism.
 Within proto-industrial production relations, they again saw two stages. The first was the ‘Kaufsystem’, in which the producers owned the means of production themselves, and sold their own products. The second stage was the ‘putting-out’ system, in which merchants owned the raw materials, which they put out to workers who processed the material in return for wages. The merchants again owned and sold the finished products.
 With these new, more efficient ways of organizing production, much cheap labour power was of course needed. Large numbers of women and children were supposedly mobilized to satisfy this demand.
 

Many objections adjustments to the proto-industrialization theory have been made over the last two decades.
 Some of them I will mention here, since they are relevant in the context of this paper. For one thing, recent research has indicated that proto-industrial forms of production not only occurred on the countryside, but also flourished within many cities.
 On the other hand, it seems that guild power was not limited to the cities of the Republic.
 Furthermore, the developments were far from universal or unilinear, and furthermore, different forms of organization of production could co-exist. However, both the Kaufsystem and the putting-out system have been in use, and are interesting when looking at gender relations. Martha Howell has claimed that in both proto-industrial forms of organization, traditional gendered work roles were shifting, because the couple worked together as a ‘family unit’ to produce for the demands of the market. As a consequence, their labour roles often converged.
 However, I seriously doubt the overall validity of this claim. To me it seems that even in capitalist production, sharp dividing lines continued to exist in the work roles of men and women, as I will show later on. 

At the end of the eighteenth century, some textile entrepreneurs started to establish larger workplaces, in which several stages of production could be concentrated. This development implied that textile production was moved outside of the home. It has been argued that this especially had large consequences for women, who generally had to combine their economic duties with domestic tasks. On the other hand, this argumentation follows highly gender-biased premises. Recent research has shown that many women, not only the unmarried or widowed, left their houses in order to work, either in agriculture, industry, or services.
 So, how exactly did the concentration of production influence gender work roles? Anyhow, the effects might not have been universal.

In the following, I would like to test all these theoretical notions about the three forms of organization of production. Recent literature has pointed out that the demarcation between ‘artisanal’ and ‘proto-industrial’ forms of production was not always as strict as previously thought.
 There are hints in my source material that this was also true for textile production in the Dutch Republic. Where this is the case, I will certainly go into this a little deeper. Still, for the sake of the analysis, I choose to hold on to a division of these different forms.

Corporative organization

The first guilds in the Netherlands were probably established in the thirteenth century.
 Remarkably, most of the Dutch weaving guilds seem to have been founded not in the Middle Ages, but in the early modern period, notably in the seventeenth century (see figure 1). Obviously, the appearance of proto-industrial forms of textile production in this period did not mean that corporative structures were abandoned; on the contrary, I would say. The need for new corporate institutions might even have been a response from textile producers in the cities to the rise of production centres on the countryside.

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To become a guild member in a certain town, one had to be a citizen, and usually male. Once admitted to a guild, there was a training period, which was concluded after several years, when the skills of the aspirant member were examined. If he successfully passed the test, he could become a master. Apart from the right to practise his craft freely in town, a master also profited from the social and political network the guild offered him, as well as the social benefits for him and his family (e.g. funeral funds). 


In most cases, women in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries were not officially allowed to enter a guild. This might have been different in the Middle Ages, although we know very little about this period. But in Leiden for instance, it seems that women have had access to some guilds at least. In 1508, the cloth shearers’ guild was explicitly called the ‘brother- and sisterhood of S. Ursula’. That same year, however, it was decided that “[…] from now on, no maids or women are allowed to shear nor learn how to shear […] within this Brotherhood”. Only women who were already active within the guild, were allowed to continue their work like they had before. This way, independent female masters would disappear from the guild within one generation, since it was no longer allowed for new women to learn the craft. To symbolize this development, in the archival sources the S. Ursula  guild is exclusively referred to as ‘brotherhood’ from 1552 onwards.

The wives of masters probably did play a role in textile production, because not every master could afford to hire a journeyman. Unfortunately, archival sources usually do not mention these forms of ‘hidden employment’. However, the thus evolved practice also becomes clear because of the privilege that was common in many guilds for masters’ widows, who were often allowed to continue their deceased husbands’ craft. Probably, the reason behind this privilege for widows was that it enabled them to take care of their remaining family, instead of with their husbands losing their income and becoming dependent on the city’s or guild’s poor relief.
 In many cases therefore, the widow lost her rights when she remarried.

Corporative organizations of female spinners are not known in the Dutch Republic. Some historians ascribe this lack of organization to the fact that most spinners worked isolated in their homes, as a consequence of which they did not form any professional or group identity.
 However, the many male spinners I have found in the Dutch Republic must also have been spinning at home, but in some cases they did organize as a group. In the city of Utrecht, a wool spinners’ guild was even established in the seventeenth century. There do not seem to have been women among the members of this guild.
 Another case of a previously ‘female’ profession that became predominantly male forms the Leiden wool combers. In the fifteenth and sixteenth century, wool combing in this city had typically been carried out by women.
 In 1581, there were already as many male heads of households who combed wool as female, like we have seen in table 1. In 1749, wool combing was primarily done by men, the only women who performed this work were widows of deceased wool combers. Probably not by accident, around 1700 male wool combers had founded a guild, and its regulations stipulated that the only women who could join were widows of former craftsmen.


Apparently, corporative organization and gender had a dual relationship in the early modern Dutch textile industry. On the one hand, guilds influenced and even in a way dictated gender relations, by excluding women – with the usual exception of masters’ widows – from legally exercising a craft. On the other hand, we see that it sometimes worked the other way around. Forms of textile production that were not organized when they were exclusively performed by women, sometimes started to be organized in a corporative way when men took up (like spinning) or even took over (like combing) these tasks. Likewise, female attempts to form a corporative organization usually failed. In the late eighteenth century, for instance, the many lace workers of ’s-Hertogenbosch submitted a petition to the city council to “ […] subject this lace making to certain regulations and provisions and to thus form a so-called guild or craft”, to protect their interests. However, after some deliberation, the authorities decided not to grant their request.

Even in export industries like textile production, the guild system stayed very important, continuing to define gendered work relations until the end of the eighteenth century. Also, there is no unambiguous development from a corporative organization with reasonably independent producers to more proto-industrial forms of organization with purely dependent wage labourers. However, these production forms did become increasingly important in the seventeenth and eighteenth centuries, as we will now learn.

‘Early capitalist’ forms of organization

Already around 1600, we find several forms of subcontracting and wage labour in the Dutch textile industry. Especially in Leiden, the centre of cloth production from the late sixteenth century onwards, early ‘capitalist’ organization can be discerned. The city’s woollen weavers’ guild had been abolished around 1560, and it was not re-established when the large influx of weavers from the southern Netherlands started after 1580.
 This did not mean, however, that woollen textile production was not regulated at all. On the contrary, the production of the most important types of woollen fabrics, like cloth, serge, and baize, was vertically organized within different ‘neringen’. Workers in each stage of the production process from wool sorting to dyeing were in principal under the supervision of the neringen.
 Each nering had its own hall, where woven fabrics were brought for measuring, weighing, quality control and sale. The neringen were supervised by governors, who not only prescribed the rules and managed the halls and its finances, but also settled conflicts, for instance between entrepreneurs and workers.
 Although the neringen did have corporative features, they nevertheless differed immensely from guild organization. For one thing, the vertical organization meant that there was no division by separate occupational groups. Furthermore, workers were not registered as members, and in some neringen even non-citizens could produce freely. Also, there were fewer restrictions to the number of producers or the number of produced goods. This all resulted in a quite efficient organization of production and high productivity.


Early in the seventeenth century, most production was still small-scale, with rather independent spinners, weavers and drapers, most of who owned their means of production and sold their products themselves to textile merchants. The general view is that this started to change around 1630. Larger textile entrepreneurs started to employ drapers and weavers for wages through a putting-out system, in which the entrepreneurs owned all the raw materials and the finished products.
 From the archival sources, it appears that relationships between producers might have been a little more differentiated. Within each nering, there were a variety of complex and hierarchical production chains. Three of the most common forms of putting-out organization that I have found in the sources can be seen in figure 2. 

Figure 2 - Different hierarchical forms of organization in the Leiden woollen industry
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For as far as we know, the neringen did not impose explicit restrictions for women’s involvement in textile production. Up in the hierarchy, female textile merchants, drapers and weavers do incidentally appear in the sources. They are often widows, but sometimes also single women. 
 But as we have seen above, women are primarily to be found in the preparatory stages of cloth production, which were often lower status jobs like spinning. However, men also took up spinning in the seventeenth century. Were there any differences between male and female spinners, for example in payment, or were conditions similar for both sexes? The answer to this is ambiguous. On the one hand, there hardly seem to have been differences in spinning wages between men and women; they were usually paid equivalent piece rates. On the other hand, women might have had more difficulties to work long hours because in general they had more domestic tasks than men, due to which they automatically earned less. It is hard to tell, since the sources do not give us any information on working hours. Where I do see a clear difference, is in the hierarchical organization of spinning. As figure 2 points out, spinners were usually working for a draper or weaver who was again subcontracted by a larger entrepreneur. In some cases, however, the weaver or draper was still producing independently. In this situation, a ‘master spinner’ was often hired as a subcontractor for other spinners. Typically, these master spinners were always male. In spite of the absence of a spinners’ guild in Leiden, the title of master spinner was obviously derived from guild terminology. This consequently brought with it an association with skilled craftsmanship, and therefore a higher status. It is not a coincidence that in a tax registration of 1674, in which only those who earned a taxable income were listed, exclusively male spinners occur.
 These spinners were probably master spinners, who had other spinners working for them and thus could earn much more than a ‘normal’ spinner. 


In the course of the seventeenth century, both the Kaufsystem and the putting-out system also appeared in other places I have investigated, namely Tilburg, ’s-Hertogenbosch and Zwolle. The lace makers in ‘s-Hertogenbosch, for instance, were also working according to a putting-out system, sometimes even for female lace entrepreneurs.
 In Tilburg and Zwolle, the respective wool weavers and linen weavers often worked in commission for entrepreneurs in the province of Holland. Although in Tilburg the dependence on Holland diminished during the eighteenth century, and local entrepreneurs took control of production in their own hands, wage labour and proto-industrial forms of organization continued to exist. It even seems that the Kaufsystem, in which textile producers were still less dependent, prevailed when there were many commissioners from towns in Holland, like Amsterdam, Rotterdam and Leiden.
 Perhaps when Tilburg merchants took over, it was easier to control the local producers and thus increasingly let them work through the putting-out system.

The two ways of organizing production did not necessarily form two stages of industrialization, as Kriedte c.s. have argued, but could very well co-exist.
 Still, as well as in Leiden, it seems that in general, textile workers became increasingly dependent on wage labour in other regions as well. This growing dependency, or ‘proletarianization’, might also have had its effect on the gendered division of labour. With the specialization and scaling-up of textile production, fewer people had more saying over a larger part of the production process. Since there was always a higher demand for spinners than for weavers before the mechanization of spinning, the putting-out textile entrepreneurs probably had the power to decide whether their workers (male or female) should be weaving or spinning. This did not mean that spinning became an entirely male job or that differences between men and women were erased. As we have seen above, there still was a gendered division according to raw material, since men did spin wool, but flax spinning remained a predominantly female task. Also, male workers were sometimes able to institutionalize their profession, and thus attach a certain status – and perhaps a corresponding rise of income – to it. We have seen this with the spinners’ and wool combers’ guilds in Utrecht and Leiden, but also with forms of hierarchical organization of putting-out spinning in Leiden: the so-called master spinners.

Centralization of production

In the course of the eighteenth century, more and more textile entrepreneurs started to consider centralization of production. Often, but not necessarily, new techniques and machinery were introduced in these larger workshops or factories. However, this did not imply an introduction of the factory system as we know it from the period of industrialization. Also, the development towards centralization was differentiated, since both ‘artisan’ production and ‘capitalist’ putting-out production could be brought under one roof. In the first case, this was usually done in order to use machinery collectively, like in carding or fulling mills, while the individual producers stayed independent. In the latter case, it was more a question of control over several stages of the production process of textiles. The wage working spinners or weavers became even more dependent on their employers, since now they were no longer able to work their own hours and speed.
 


Centralization of production is principally associated with the Industrial Revolution, and thus at first occurred in England on a large scale. Although the Dutch Republic only started to industrialize in the nineteenth century, there are indications for forms of centralization of textile production in the early modern period. N.W. Posthumus, who in the 1930s wrote an extensive work on the Leiden textile industry, noted that already in the seventeenth century, production was concentrated within larger workshops or ‘fabricquen’. However, when his references are carefully checked, it appears that most of his statements are derived from general international theories by Sombart and Weber, who have not specifically looked at the Netherlands. As Posthumus says himself, the term ‘fabricque’ or ‘fabriqueur’ did not so much mean ‘factory’ or ‘factoryowner’ in the seventeenth century, but rather referred to the old meaning of the term ‘fabriceren’, which means ‘making’ or ‘producing’.


There were, however, several examples of centralized production in the seventeenth and eighteenth century, even if centralization might not have been the main goal of the initiators. First, there were the workhouses, which were in fact usually established to provide poor people with suitable work, often in textile production. Although workhouses were most commonly erected at the end of the eighteenth century, there are earlier examples. In 1661, for instance, the city authorities of ’s-Hertogenbosch intended to establish a spinning house, in which orphaned children could be employed. There was a dual goal to this initiative: unburdening the expenses of the city’s poor relief, and “[…] looking to bring the wool industry into this town [again], and cultivate [it]”.
 A weaver was attracted from another town, to introduce woollen production in ’s-Hertogenbosch and to supervise the working children. This weaver started in 1664, but a year later he had to end his duties due to great financial losses.
 

It were not always the authorities who initiated the foundation of a workhouse. In 1686, merchants from Holland requested the city council of Zwolle for a spinning house. The merchants would take care of the raw materials and good wages for the workers, if the city authorities were willing to provide the furnishing of the workhouse, the spinning wheels and part of the shipping costs. Their motives might have been the lower wages paid in the eastern parts of the country, or the scarcity of labour in the province of Holland itself. Anyhow, the only reason the merchants themselves explicitly mentioned was the advantage of centralizing production in one place. Especially poor women and children, mostly girls, were employed. The founders of the workhouse thought that boys from a certain age onwards had to learn a profession in order to earn a decent living, something they did not conceive of as possible with spinning.
 Unfortunately, the workhouse in Zwolle was not at all profitable. Because the wage money from Holland lagged behind the initial promises, not many people were found willing to work (for very long) for the workhouse. As a consequence, less than agreed was produced and the workhouse suffered big losses. It was the city council that had to take the rap for this deficient organization. Within two years, the debts had risen to 700 guilders, a considerable amount of money in these days.
 

The experiences in both seventeenth-century workhouses make several things clear. First of all, the initiators usually had both poor relief saving motives, as economic goals: either stimulating a form of industry or centralizing production. However, secondly, this form of organizing production in most cases wasn’t profitable at all, on the contrary. Other examples of workhouses at the end of the eighteenth century, in the cities of Leiden and Utrecht, show the same pattern.
 In other words, it seems that centralizing production was not necessarily the most economical thing to do, especially when poor people and children were selected, who still needed to learn the job and were not always motivated to do so. 


It is probable that spinning was concentrated earlier than other stages of textile production. However, it is hard to say anything about the rationalization of spinning. In early seventeenth-century Leiden, Posthumus discerned large “workshops” of master spinners, who employed several, sometimes tens of children to spin for them. He considered this to be the first signs of centralization of production.
 However, when looking closely at the sources, I tend to see these forms of organization more as a trainee system, which in some cases expanded to considerable concentrations of spinners. Still, bosses who employed more than 3 children at the same time were not the rule, but the exception. For example, it is true that Anthonis de Hont, one of the larger-scale employers in the beginning of the seventeenth century, had 24 different children spinning for him, but this was over 10 years of time. The children stayed with him for a period of one to five years.

I have created a database, which contains over 2,800 children, working for approximately 1,000 different male and female bosses, mostly spinners and weavers. The spinners were both boys and girls, who worked and sometimes even lived within the household of their employer. Children of both sexes received similar (low) wages, but only the boys could, from the age of 12-14, expect to learn a ‘real’ craft like weaving or cloth shearing.
 This fact amplifies my impression that this was a training system rather than a way of rationalizing production itself. There was of course good reason behind this system. Lower class children and orphans could earn a small income, learn spinning and – if they were boys – other textile crafts. On the other hand, their masters were provided with cheap spinning labour, for which they were always in dire need.
 But it was not a matter of the ‘factory’ way of rationalization, like Posthumus suggests.

Around 1800, new forms of centralized production appeared. It seems like this happened first in Tilburg, the rising centre of textile production in the Netherlands. Most factory houses or workshops here were erected in the first decennium of the nineteenth century, but the oldest dated from 1790. Although these entrepreneurs often united many workers under the same roof, the majority of their employees were still working in their own homes. For instance, the oldest and largest weaving company, of the two brothers Vreede, employed 80 factory workers as against 200 domestic workers in 1812!
 Although the company had installed two spinning machines in 1811, most spinning work was still done at home and by hand. After all, the population registration of 1810, which also recorded all working married women and children, counted more than 2,450 spinners, a fraction of who only worked in a factory house. Most of them still spun at home, which explains why for example more than 550 of them were married women and almost 300 were children who still lived with their parents. Also, a lot of men were still spinning at home, as we have seen in the first section of this paper.
 In other words, the factory system did not immediately lead to a drastic decline of domestic textile production. On the contrary, manufacturers even used this domestic labour force, probably at least until large-scale mechanized spinning was omnipresent. 

The sources are not adequate to tell us whether there were also women among the first factory workers. What we can say, however, is that the rise of the factory system did not necessarily mean that other forms of organization of production directly declined. This notion also has implications for gender relations. Since hand spinning did not disappear with the concentration of production, women could for a long time continue to make a small income, whether they were independent or living within more complex family structures. On the other hand, the fact that men were also spinning on a large scale in Tilburg, was obviously not because of mechanization, which had hardly reached the northern Netherlands even in 1810. These shifting gender relations rather had a different cause, lying in earlier changes in the organization of production.
Conclusion: Dutch female textile workers in an international perspective

What does this empirical research on women in the early modern Dutch textile industry show us? First, it is important to note that different forms of organization of production could co-exist and even supplement each other. Some examples of this are subcontracting within guilds
, the use of terms like ‘craft’ and ‘master’ in non-corporative forms of production, like we have seen in Leiden, and the combination of more or less centralized forms of production and domestic industry, like in Tilburg. Secondly, the organization of production both influenced and was influenced by gender relations. For instance, despite the small role guilds or official regulations played in textile production in Leiden and Tilburg, there was still a highly gender-specific practice of the division of labour. On the other hand, these relations were not static. We have seen this for instance with the development of wool combing in Leiden. Another, perhaps even more unexpected example is hand spinning. Under certain circumstances, it was either profitable or unavoidable that men took up spinning. It must not be forgotten, however, that in general male spinners got the better jobs, like wool spinning in contrast to flax spinning, which was usually done by women. The lower status of linen production might well be connected to the fact that the making of linen was never entirely detached from non-market production for household consumption in pre-industrial Europe. Cloth making, on the other hand, was highly professionalized since the early days of medieval urbanization. A wide range of specialized stages in the production process emerged, mostly organized within separate guilds.
 In some cases, this also happened when men started to perform jobs formerly carried out by women, as it were to emphasize or to confirm a certain status this profession had for male workers. This explains why new corporative institutions were erected for wool combers in Leiden and wool spinning in Utrecht. Gender relations thus shifted, influenced by both market forces and existing institutions, and also had their impact on the establishment of institutions. The generally fixed division of labour could also shift when new branches of the textile industry emerged, like knitting and lace making in course of the 18th century. In these new trades especially women found labour opportunities, which was perhaps partly due to the lack of institutions or organization of these branches.


How do these first Dutch results relate to international research within this field? The international debate on women’s work in the early modern period has often focused on the question of either progression or decline of female labour participation. Like I have said above, theorists of proto-industrialization usually associated this process with an enormous increase of women (and children) in the labour market.
 Most women’s historians, however, rather saw the possibilities for women in the labour market diminish with the coming of early capitalism and (proto-)industrialization.
 Some of them did not even think that there had ever been better times for women, but saw them as continuously suppressed within a patriarchal society.
 But, just like the research presented in this paper, recent studies in other countries show that it is hard to make powerful statements that represent either the first or the second view on women’s work. Although proto-industry certainly offered labour opportunities for women, there were by no means free market conditions. Explicit notions of gendered work roles as well as implicit traditional labour practices were embedded in society, and thus in its institutions. Sheilagh Ogilvie has shown this for the region of Württemberg, Germany, where economic, social and cultural institutions defined both the formal and the informal rules in the labour market.
 On the other hand, these notions and practices could change, and so could institutions or ways of organizing production. 

In England too, there is evidence of a differentiated development. With the rise of capitalism, possibilities for women within new forms of employment also increased, for instance in the fashion trade. Many women were able to ‘make shift’, although this term also reflects the fact that their activity usually took place in the margins of the economy. At the same time, women were marginalized by the introduction of new production methods in the eighteenth century. This, for instance, lowered spinning wages drastically and led to widespread poverty among women in many parts of England.
 However, the effects of early industrialization on women were not unambiguous as well. On the one hand, a lot of female spinning labour was replaced by machinery. On the other hand, it were often women who operated the first spinning machines. Some machines were even specifically designed for women and children.
 

In the French cottage industry, we find even another example of how changes in the organization of production, in combination with mechanization, could alter ancient gender relations. Because spinning was mechanized and concentrated within larger enterprises about fifty years before weaving, women working in the domestic textile industry lost a major source of employment. However, now the demand for hand weavers became so large, that more and more women started to take up this craft. With this development, a traditional division of labour, which was established in the Middle Ages, broke down.

Dutch research on gendered work roles within the textile industry thus corresponds with recent international findings, in the sense that often static views of the early modern economy and seemingly unilinear developments in the division of labour have to be revised. In the first place, similar analyses based on empirical findings are important for historical research on the Republic itself. In the past, Dutch social and economic historians have too often used international theory for describing and explaining developments on the Dutch labour market and organization of production, especially when it comes to women’s work. Secondly, the Dutch case might be of great value to international theory as well. It is often argued that the early modern Dutch economy and society were extraordinary compared to other western European countries. More empirical results and further comparative research can contribute to an analysis of early modern economies and the role gender played within the division of labour. International comparisons between different economies, societies and institutional framework can perhaps best reveal what factors are most determining in shaping gendered labour relations.
