The exercise of power. Convener : Monika Pisankaneva, Sofia.
Socialists have successfully come to power and have exercised it in openly dictatorial forms in the former “Eastern Block” of Europe. This session includes presentations focusing on the ideological model of the family enforced in some socialist countries, including Russia - Natalia Pushkareva, Russian Academy of Sciences - Poland - Barbara Klich, Jagiellonian University in Krakow- Bulgaria - Elena Stoykova, Sofia University - Hungary - Veronika Nagy, EHESS, Paris - and Eastern Germany - Erik Huneke, University of Michigan, Ann Arbor.

The authors examine the political and philosophical ground of the new matrimonial models, the practical applications of laws that controlled the individual choice to get married, and the tensions between ideology, legal norms, and popular practice. The session also looks into the impact that the socialist regimes had on actual marital relations in countries that have known “real socialism”.
