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Over the years Ovidi has been the most appreciated singer-songwriter due to his critical lyrics based on humour and sarcasm; a voice that he used to complain of the franco regime under which he lived, or of the fragments that remained from that society. From a family that had its roots in anarchism, he is loyal to this ideology, as one appreciates in many of his lyrics. He often combines this ideology with a certain manner of living or of feeling sexuality, as one can see, for example, in his most famous song: “Homage to Teresa”.
We shall analyze his distinctive lyrics so that we can understand up to what point he combines these two aspects, how he does this and why he does this.  However, it is worth taking into account that the sexuality promulgated by Francoism was especially closed off and this facilitated the connection between the two terms.
